1. Installation

1.1 Package
After unpacking the shipping carton, check it if you have received the following
items: (1) Your monitor. (2) Power cord. (3) User's manual.

1.2 Precautions — when using this monitor

1. To avoid eyes fatigue, do not use the color monitor in bright background
sunlight or other light sources shine directly on the screen.

2. Do not place the monitor near a heat source.

3. Set up in a good ventilated environment, and ensure that the ventilation
openings of the monitor are not covered. The heat from the monitor can
dissipate properly.

4. Keep the monitor away from high capacity transformer, electric motor and other
strong magnetic field.

5. The monitor should not be used in damp, dusty or dirty area.

1.3 Pedestal (Fig. 1)

The pedestal enables you to place the monitor into a convenient position with best

viewing comfort by tilting and/or turning the monitor.
1.4 How to install/remove the swivel base (Fig. 2)

To attach the swivel base to the monitor, do the following

1. Carefully turn the monitor on this side or upside-down.

2. Locate the cavities at the bottom of the monitor.

3. Insert the pegs “3a” on the swivel base into these cavities. Push firmly toward
the front (CRT direction) of the main unit until the latch “3b” at the bottom of
the monitor clicks shut. This locks the swivel base into place.

4. To remove the swivel base, use your thumb to push “3b” to disconnect the latch
properly, push down firmly and pull the base against the main unit. The base
removes from the attached position.

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2 Front control locations and functions
2.1 Operation

(1) Power ON/OFF Switch ( (I) ): This button is used to turn the monitor on and off.
(2) Power indicator: This indicator lights up green when the monitor operates
normally. If the monitor is in Energy saving mode, this indicator color changes to flash.
(3)To adjust visual settings ( “V¥”, “A”, “MENU”, “EXIT” ): Please following
the procedure of selection and adjusting an item using the OSD system as below steps
for main functions adjustment.
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Step 1: Press and release MENU control key to activate the OSD menu.

Step 2: Press A or ¥ key to highlight the desired option of OSD icon.

Step 3: Press and release MENU key to access the option. The color of the inner area
of the OSD will changed from blue to green.

Step 4: To make your adjustments, press A key to increase or ¥ key to decrease the
setting.

Step 5: Press and release MENU key to store the changed, the color of the inner area
will go back to blue.
